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Q:	Can you touch base on UNICOR. 
A. 	UNICOR is an authorized recycler.
Q:	Is an NCIRT report required for things like a laptop that was recycled, with a NF 37-50 signed by the recycler, but just no approvals by PAO or PPMB? 
A. 	An NCIRT report is only required when a laptop IPAD or PDA is missing, lost or stolen.  Assets recycled do not meet the NCIRT criteria.
Q:	Do I need to add the first and last page of the final event report? 
A.  	No.
Q:	My unit had a digital camera that was water damaged in November 2015 due to improper seal on the waterproof housing.  I was informed in March 2016 that the camera was damaged and a replacement camera had been purchased. The cost of the camera is $3000 and the replacement camera cost about $2700.  Does this have to go through a BOR? 
A. 	Yes, if there is a belief that there was negligence involved in the proper sealing or waterproofing of the camera housing. 
Q:	When entering a final event for lost missing or stolen, a required field is "Report of Survey Conducted" and Survey Number. I am not sure what is needed here.
A.  	Report of Survey Conducted – “Yes” indicates a SBOR/BOR package was submitted,
Survey Number – an optional field is normally blank.
Q:	Who has the responsibility to file the reports? 
A. 	The individual assigned to the asset/s.
Q:	Does every SBOR require a Corrective Action Plan? 
A.  	Corrective Action Plans are requested by the SBOR only when they are referenced in the Confidential Memo from the AA/DAA to the NOAA CAO.
Q:	Will these presentations be posted somewhere? 
A. 	All PPMB webinars are posted on the PPMB web site.
Q:	How do you determine the life of an object to calculate depreciation? 
A.  	This information is obtain from the Sunflower catalog and it is based on the Federal Supply Class and the DOC bulletin: “Standardization of Useful Life and Salvage Value for Departmental Personal Property Assets”   FY 2016 DOC Property Bulletin #001
 Q:	If our FMC Panel fines for simple negligence should we go ahead and estimate fair market value for employees found liable, to expedite the SBOR's determination? 
A.  	Board Members are bound with making that determination. All information in the package is reviewed. 
Q:	Can the property contact at the unit also have access to GSAXcess, with the working privileges? 
A. 	As long as the LO/SO Property Manager approves the request.
Q:	It appears that Custodians are not notified of the final results of a BOR/SBOR as to liability.  Is this to keep confidentiality to the responsible person who is held liable?  
A. 	Property Custodians are notified when the asset has been removed from their inventories.  Any other information is distributed up to AA/DAA.
Q:	How many dollars have you collected from BOR actions in the last year? 
A.  	The AA/DAA is responsible for the collection process.  The funds are returned to the Dept. of Treasury.
Q:	Where do we find the depreciated cost in Sunflower? 
A. 	 Sunflower only tracks depreciated cost for capitalized assets.  For non-capitalized assets the depreciation value is based on acquisition cost, useful life, acquisition date and date asset was lost.
Q:	Since the retirement request expires after 90 days (for BORs and SBORs), does that timeframe exclude days the Government is not open? Meaning on the weekends and holidays. 
A.  	The count is based on calendar days to include holidays and weekends.
Q:	Question on Website navigation ... Where do you go to find out how to question and clarification on the Personal Property Policy? 
A. 	Normally going to Personal Property Policies Procedures and Bulletins link will provide you with the desired information.  Your LOR can also assist in this search.
Q:	What is a good reason for missing inventory? 
A.  	There is no good reason. The annual inventory is mandatory.
Q:	Is an SBOR package generated for each asset, or is it done by PC area, or is the SBOR package done by PAO area? 
A. 	SBOR packages should be done for each asset.
